Evelyn was bom on 23 Dec 1914 and passed away at her home in Evergreen, Colorado
on 6 April 2009 at the age 0f 94 years. She leaves her husband, Orley of Evergreen, Colorado;
son, Bruce of Lakewood, Colorado; sisters, Mrs. Betty (Walton deceased) Spillman of
Lakeville, Minnesota, Mrs. Joyce (Ivert) Anderson of New Brighton, Minnesota, Mrs. June
(Cecil) Rust of Spokane, Washington, and Mrs. Dorothy (Norman) Johnson of Bloomington,
Minnesota. Hersister, Alice and husband, Melvin Kolsrud preceded her in death. Also, numerous
nieces, nephews and other relatives mostly in the Minnesota arca.

She attended the rural schools in Hampton, Minnesota and graduated from Cannon
Falls, Minnesota High School.

Sheentered the University of Minnesota School of Nursing receiving her B.S. degree in
1948 graduating with honors. She did additional graduate work at Minnesota.

Evelyn gave birth to her only child, son Bruce, in 1952 while her husband was stationed
atFt. Bliss, Texas.

Evelyn and her family lived in the Denver arca for several years before moving into the
mountains near Evergreen. Evelyn was very active in the local areahaving served on the Property
Association Board of Directors for many years. She served on the regional Selective Service
Committee for anumber of years. Evelyn took an active roll in the political arena, attending
assemblies and conventions.
